Lab 2-7

PHONE DIRECTORY PROGRAM

Write a program to search a table that contains the first names and phone numbers of up to 20 of your friends.  The table might look something like this:

FRIENDS
DB
'JANIE  555‑0302$'

The user should be prompted for a name which can be  up to 6 characters long. The program will search the table for the name and print the phone number if found, or print an error message if it is not found.  The search could be performed as follows.  The offset address of FRIENDS is placed in BX. The input item is compared with the item at offset BX by use of the CMPSB instruction and a REP prefix.  If the two strings are equal, that offset will be used with the display string function (INT 21H function 09) to print the phone number to the screen.  If the two items do not match, 16 is added to BX to make it point to the next item in the table.  This process continues, as the program loops through the table, until a match is found or until the end of the table is reached.
